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A Responsible Adult course certificate is a 20-hour training certification required in 
British Columbia for individuals aged 19+ to work in licensed child care settings (school-
age, occasional) or as a substitute for an ECE assistant. The course covers child 
development, guidance, health, safety, and nutrition. [1, 2, 3]
